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Sir Shri Ram (1884-1963)

Sir Shri Ram, an eminent and public-spirited
philanthropist, an outstanding industrialist, a visionary
businessman and an educationalist, was born on April
27, 1884. His parents were Shri Madan Mohan Lal
and Smt. Chando Devi. Sir Shri Ram completed his
schooling in Delhi and joined Delhi Cloth Mills (DCM)
in 1909 as a humble worker and went on to turn it into
one of the largest business houses of India - the DCM
Group.

Sir Shri Ram was a keen advocate of education. As
early as in 1921, he demanded free and compulsory
education for all. During his life, his main emphasis
was on vocational, technical and women’s education.
In 1920, to promote business education, he conducted
first experiment in vocation-oriented education by
founding the Commercial Education Trust. Over the
next forty years the trust set up no less than seven
educational institutions including the Shri Ram College
of Commerce and the Lady Shri Ram College, both
in Delhi. The Commercial Education Trust laid the
foundation of the Commercial College in 1926 which,
on its silver jubilee in 1951, was rechristened after
the name of the founder as the Shri Ram College
of Commerce, popularly known as SRCC. Over the
years, SRCC has established itself as an institution
having a vision of fostering meaningful education in
the field of business and economics across the globe.

Sir Shri Ram was instrumental in setting up prominent
educational institutions such as the Shri Ram College
of Commerce (SRCC) and the Lady Shri Ram College
(LSR). In recognition of his important contribution to
the society, the British Government bestowed upon
him the prestigious Knighthood in 1941.

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Classrooms and Tutorial Block

SRCC has centrally air conditioned class rooms and
equipped with not only anthropometrically compatible
teak wood furniture but also modern teaching facilities
such as Wi-Fi, LCD projectors with screens. Apart from

class rooms, the College has a three storey tutorial
block with fully air conditioned tutorial rooms which
facilitates personalized student-teacher interaction
and customized teaching learning environment.

Library

The College is privileged with a fully air-conditioned
and fully automated library which caters to the needs
of about three thousand members which include not
only undergraduate and postgraduate students but
also the teaching and non teaching staff of the College.
The library uses Radio Frequency Identification (RFID)
technology and database management software
LibSys version 7 to provide seamless access to its
readers.

The library is knowledge hub with a rich and ever
growing collection of over 75000 books with latest
publications in the field of Commerce, Management,
Statistics, Mathematics, Economics, Humanities,
Social Science and literature to provide a wide
range of academic resources to students and faculty
members. Apart from books the library also provides
access to journals, reports, and statistical packages
and plagiarism check software.

It has two large reading halls accommodating around
three hundred students. It is well equipped with all the
modern facilities and resources (print and electronic)
in the form of CD-ROMs, DVD-ROM, video cassettes
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etc. It has also developed a full-fledged digital library.
The library collection can be searched OPAC (Online
Public Access Catalogue). It also permits access to
the electronic resources provided by DULS (Delhi
University Library System) and also provides remote
access to e-publications through DELNET. There is a
separate and dedicated internet service area installed
with thirty computers to facilitate the members to
access internet and online resources. The library has
subscribed to various newspapers and about eighty
national and international journals for its readers. The
library has also adopted the theme of cashless and is
progressing towards paperless environment.

The library has a dedicated unit which is fully equipped
with modern tools and electronic apparatus to facilitate
learning for the visually challenged readers.

Computer Centre

The College has three computer labs having a total of
ninety computers equipped with updated software and
hardware along with high speed internet connectivity
and uninterrupted power backup. The computer
labs also have projectors installed which are used
as teaching aids. Printing and scanning facilities are
also available in the computer centre. In addition,
the computer centre is also available for the students
for accessing internet, practicing and preparing their
projects.

Seminar Room

A state-of-the-art seminar room was constructed in
the 2000-01 session on the occasion of the Platinum
Jubilee of the College.

Multipurpose Hall

The hall comprises of a wooden floor of size33m x 33m.
It has a seating capacity of more than 1200 spectators.
It includes changing rooms and fitness center. The
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multipurpose hall caters to the following sports

Fitness Centre

The College maintains its own fitness centre. It is
located inside the multipurpose hall in the sports
complex possessing equipment for free weight
exercise, bodyweight exercises, gym ball exercises/
Swiss ball exercises, resistance band exercises,
resistance machine exercise and stretching exercises.
The centre also holds classes for kickboxing, yoga and
aerobics.

Olympic weightlifting weights, exercise stations,
Swiss balls etc.

» Cardio section: It consists of treadmills, elliptical
trainer, cycles etc.

Physiotherapy Unit

Physiotherapy services for staff and students along
with other basic medical facilities are available in the
College. The physiotherapy section has Electrotherapy
room and Exercise Therapy Room. The Electrotherapy
room is equipped with all the basic physiotherapy
modalities (i.e. IFT u.s. TENS, Muscle Stimulator,
SWD [short move diathermy], Traction Machine, wax
bath therapy. And hydro collator) meant for pain, relief
and relaxation.
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Exercise Room has the basic exercise equipment (i.e.
Shoulder Wheel, Wrist Exerciser, Ankle Exerciser and
Foot Exerciser) along with some equipment especially
for sports students that include resistance bands and
loops, Swiss Balls, Foam Rollers, Bosu Balls, Medicine
Balls, and Weigh Cuffs. There is also RIP-60 trainer
(supervision trainer) for rehabilitation and training
purposes.

Playground

The College has an expansiveand lush green outfield
that facilitates sports like hockey, football, netball,
baseball, softball, handball and athletics.

Swimming Pool

SRCC is one of the few Colleges in the University of
Delhi to have a swimming pool facility. The swimming
pool opens during summer season only. The swimming
pool is properly maintained and coaching facilities are
also provided to newcomers.

Hostel Accommodation for Girls and

Boys

The college has limited accommodation for boys and
girls in two separate hostels in the college campus
itself (145 for boys and 53 for girls). Their respective
messes are run by Hostlers on no profit no loss basis.

A newly constructed 100 beds girls hostel is about to
be operational in near future. On campus residence
of students gives the college fraternity and image of
an extended family. Both hostels are equipped with
Wi-Fi and hostel administration try to provide require
facilities of international quality.

The College maintains a Basic Health Care Unit
wherein basic medical support is provided to the staff
and students. A full-time nurse is appointed for this
purpose. Further, the consultation services of a general
physician and an orthopedist are also available on
specific days.

Apart from this, the
entire campus area is connected with a network of
ramps and an elevator to facilitate smooth movement
of physically challenged persons. The College also has
two electronic wheel chairs for the aid of students with
locomotive disabilities.

Discipline Related
Important Ordinances

Prohibition of Ragging and Gender Sensitization

1. Ragging in any form is strictly prohibited within the
College premises or any other part of the Delhi
University as well as on public transport.

Stop Ragging
Ragging Free Campus

2. Any individual or collective act or practice of ragging
constitutes gross indiscipline and shall be dealt with
the Ordinance XV(C) of the University.

3. Ragging for the purpose of this Ordinance
ordinarily means any act, conduct or practice by
which dominant power or status of senior students
is brought to bear on students freshly enrolled or
students who are in any way considered junior or
inferior by other students. It includes individual or
collective acts or practices which:

(a) involve physical assault or threat, and/or use
of physical force;

(b) violate the status, dignity and honour of women
and Students belonging to the scheduled
castes and tribes;

(c) expose students to ridicule and contempt and
affect their self-esteem;

(d) entail verbal abuse and aggression, indecent
gestures and obscene behaviour.

4. In case any student(s), who have obtained degrees
of Delhi University, are found under this Ordinance
committing an act or practice of ragging, they may
be subjected under Statute XV to appropriate
action for withdrawal of degrees conferred by the
University.

5. For the purpose of Ordinance XV, abetment of
ragging whether by way of any act, practice or
incitement of ragging will also amount to ragging.

Maintenance of Discipline among Students-

Ordinance XV-B

The following shall amount to acts of gross indiscipline:
a. Physical assault, or threat to use physical
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force, against any member of the teaching and
non-teaching staff or student.

b. Carrying of, use of or threat to use of any
weapons.

c. Any violation of the provisions of the Civil
Rights Protection Act, 1976.

d. Violation of the status, dignity and honour of
students belonging to the scheduled castes
and tribes.

e. Any practice-whether verbal or otherwise-
derogatory for women.

f.  Any attempt at bribing or corruption in any

manner.

Willful destruction of institutional property.

Creating ill-will or intolerance on religious or

communal grounds.

i. Causing disruption in any manner of the
academic functioning of the University system.

j-  Prohibition of Ragging as per Ordinance XV-C.

In the interest of maintaining discipline as may seem
to appropriate, the Principal, may in the exercise of
the powers conferred upon her order or direct that any
student or students —
a. Be expelled; or
b. Be, for a stated period rusticated; or
c. Benotforastated period, admitted to a course
or courses of study in a College, Department
or Institution of the University; or
d. Be fined with a sum of rupees that may be
specified; or
e. Bedebarred fromtaking a University or College
or Departmental Examination or Examinations
for one or more years; or
f.  That the result of the student or students
concerned in the Examination or Examinations
in which he/she or they have appeared be
cancelled.

The Principal shall have the authority to exercise all such
disciplinary powers over students in the College as may
be necessary for the proper conduct of the Institution.

Prevention, Prohibition & Redressal of Sexual
Harassment at workplace under ordinance XV-D

Provisions of the Sexual Harassment of Women at
workplace (Prevention, Prohibition & Redressal ) Act,
2013 and Sexual Harassment of women at workplace
(Prevention, Prohibition & Redressal ) Rules, 2013
govern the complaints related to sexual harassment
at workplace and a designated committee has been
constituted in the College to take cognizance of the
matters, if any.

* A student who wants to re-appear for improvement
in marks in a paper prescribed for semester I/111/V
may do so only in the semester examinations to
be held in November-December. A student who
wants to re-appear for improvement in a paper
prescribed in semester 1l/IV/VI may do so only in
the examinations to be held in May/June.

» If a student has secured an aggregate of minimum
40% marks taking together all the papers in theory
examination (including internal assessment/project,
wherever applicable) and practical exam till the
end of the third year, i.e., up to the end of the VI
semester, then she/he shall be awarded the degree
in which the student has been admitted.

» Students who do not fulfill the promotion criteria
mentioned above shall be declared fail in the
promotion examination of the academic year
concerned. However, they shall have the option to
retain the marks in the papers in which they want to
retain.

Evaluation consists on the following components:

a. Semester Examination: Every student is required
to take semester examination during November/
December for Semester-1/IllI/V and during April/May
for Semester 1l/IV/VI. The semester examination
carries 75 percent weightage of the maximum
marks in each paper.

b. Internal Assessment: As per internal assessment
scheme of the University of Delhi 25 percent
weightage of the maximum marks in each paper is
based on the following:

Attendance Requirements: Every student is
required to attend all the classes and tutorials.
The minimum attendance required separately for
classroom lectures and tutorials is two-third of the
total classes held during each semester. 5 percent
weightage in internal assessment is for attendance
above 67 percent. Therefore students are advised
to follow attendance rules strictly.

. Tutorials: Every student is required to attend

tutorial classes strictly for close interaction with the
respective teachers and submit the assignments
given to them on time. The marks given for these
assignments are part of the internal assessment
and count for 10 percent of total marks in each

paper.

. Class Tests: Every student is required to take a
class test in each paper in every semester. The
marks awarded in the class test are taken into
account for internal assessment with 10 percent
weightage of total marks in each paper.
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Grading System

The courses are evaluated following the grading
system. In order to bring uniformity in evaluation
system and computation of the Cumulative Grade Point
Average (CGPA) based on student's performance in
examinations, the UGC has formulated the guidelines
to be followed. A student who passes all the papers
prescribed for semester | to semester VI examinations
would be eligible for the degree. Such a student shall
be categorized on the basis of the combined result of
semester | to semester VI examinations under CBCS
on a 10 point grading system with the following Letter
Grades as given below:

Eligibility for Admissions to B.Com.
(Hons.) and B.A. (Hons.) Economics

Qualifying Examinations

Qualifying examinations for the purpose of admission
to the first year of undergraduate programmes offered
by the University of Delhi shall be Senior Secondary
School Certificate Examination (Class XlI) of the Central
Board of Secondary Education or an examination
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recognized as equivalent thereto. Candidates must
have passed the qualifying examination from a single
board recognized by the University of Delhi.

Applicants seeking admission to the programmes
offered by the University should have passed the
qualifying examination obtaining minimum marks
as specified for each of the programme sas per the
Information Bulletin of the University of Delhi. However,
the admission in the programmes offered by Shri Ram
College of Commerce is based on the cut-off marks
which are decided on the basis of best four subjects
of the qualifying examinations. The criteria to calculate
the marks of the best four subjects for B.Com. (Hons.)
and B.A. (Hons.) Economics are specified below in
the respective sections. (Note: The admission in any
programme/course shall not be granted on predicted
scores issued by various Boards / Schools.)

Equivalence Criteria

The applications for admission to the Undergraduate
Programmes in the College in respect of applicants
belonging to the Examining bodies of Boards/
Universities recognized/accredited by the Association
of Indian University/University Grants Commission/
Ministry of Human Resource Development shall be
considered by the College in terms of the following
recommendations as circulated in the University
circular letter of 13 - 1- 2005.

e That various degrees from Universities recognized
by the Association of Indian Universities /University
Grants Commission/Ministry of Human Resource
Development or by any bilateral agreement
be considered as equivalent to corresponding
degrees of the University of Delhi subject to the
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conditions that Programme duration is same as in
the University of Delhi for purposes of determining
eligibility for admission to various Programmes
and further Departments/Colleges may be allowed
to evolve procedure through their respective
Admission Committees.

e Senior School Certificate of various Boards
recognized by Association of Indian Universities
/Central Board of Secondary Education is
considered as equivalent to the Senior School
Certificate of Central Board for the purposes of
eligibility to various Undergraduate Programmes.

The college will update all the
information on University Admission portal as per
the University rules.

» To determine their eligibility and merit,
applicants from the SC/ST categories shall
be given a relaxation to the extent of 5% in
the respective eligibility criteria and merit for
admission prescribed for applicants from the
UR category. If, after giving 5% relaxation,
these reserved seats still remain vacant,
further relaxation would be given to the extent
required in order to fill all the reserved seats in
the course concerned.

» College reserves the right to change the number
and nature of specific game/ sport and their
respective position/ event/ weight category
depending upon the availability of applicants at any
stage of admission under the sports quota.

Admission Grievance Committee

An admission grievance committee has been set
up by the College and the details of its members
are available on the notice board and the website
of the college. Aggrieved applicants can contact the
admission grievance committee of the college for the
redressal of their admission related grievances. If the
grievance is not resolved within a reasonable time
by the committee of the college, the applicant may
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approach the Central Admission Grievance Committee
of the University of Delhi. The College has a Grievance
Sub-Committee to look into grievances of SC/ST/
OBC/EWS candidates and another Grievance Sub-
Committee for PwD applicants. The committee for
the grievances of SC/ST/OBC/EWS candidates will
consist of three members with the liaison officer as its
convener. Details such as names, contact numbers
and email addresses of the members of the grievance
committee members are available on the website and
notice board of the college.

Admission Procedure and Important
Guidelines for Admission

e The College follows the admission guidelines,
criteria and schedule as notified by the University
of Delhi. All candidates, irrespective of their
categories, must be registered on the centralized
admission portal of the University of Delhi for
admission to the courses available at the College.

e College will announce cut-offs for candidates of
all the main categories (Gen/EWS/OBCs/SCs/
STs/PwD) for B.Com. (Hons.) and B.A. (Hons.)
Economics separately as per the admission &
cut off schedule of the University of Delhi for
Undergraduate admissions for 2019-20.

e The merit list for the unreserved category (UR)
seats will comprise of all the applicants in the order
of merit. No one will be excluded from the same. In
other words, it will also include EWS/SC/ST/OBC
applicants, if they meet the criteria of the merit for
the UR category. An applicant cannot be excluded
from the UR category merit list just because he/
she belongs to or has applied under EWS/SC/
ST/OBC category. Such an applicant is entitled
to be considered under the UR category, as well
as under the reserved category. Admission to UR
category seats will be strictly in order of the merit
without excluding EWS/SC/ST/OBC applicants.

e All the registered candidates meeting the cut-offs
of the College will be offered admission, as per the
cut-offs schedule of the University of Delhi, after
satisfactory verification of requisite documents for
admission. Therefore, ‘First Come First Serve’
criteria will not be applicable for the admission.

e Candidates who have missed the admission
deadline of their cut-offs, will be given chance
of admission only on the last day of admission
schedule of the subsequent cut-offs provided seats
are available.
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e As per the provisions of Rights of Persons with

Disabilities Act, 2016, not less than five percent
(5%) seats are reserved in B.Com. (Hons.) and B.A.
(Hons.) Econimics for Persons with Benchmark
Disabilities. Person with benchmark disability
means a person with not less than forty percent
(40%) of a specified disability where specified
disability has not been defined in measurable
terms and includes a person with disability where
specified disability has been defined in measurable
terms, as certified by the certifying authority. It may
be noted that the erstwhile Persons with Disability
Act, 1995, under which reservation for Persons with
Disabilities in admissions was provided earlier has
now been repealed. The applicants with specified
categories of disabilities as mentioned in the
Schedule to the Rights of Persons with Disabilities
Act, 2016 [See clause (zc) of section 2 of Act of
Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016] are
eligible to get the benefit of the said reservation
under the PwD quota. The certificate of disability
must be issued by the authorities specified in the
Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016.

The reservation for wards of Kashmiri Migrants is
5% of total sanctioned seats for B.Com (Hons.) and
B.A. (Hons.)

Certificate of OBCs must contain status of Non-
creamy layer and should be latest as per the
extant rules of the Government of India.

Validity period of OBC certificate in respect of

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Post Admission Instructions

The
College will organise an orientation programme
on Friday, July 19, 2019 for all the newly admitted
students. All of them are required to attend the
Orientation Programme.

Important Information for all applicants:

The NOW project is unique in a way that it adopts a participatory approach in terms of managing the waste by
all the stakeholders, i.e. the student, faculty, staff, shops and establishments, residents and visitors. They are
motivated to segregate the waste generated by
them in four different categories in four color-
coded containers, viz. Green- Wet Waste, Blue-
Dry Waste, Red-Domestic Biomedical Waste and
Black- Domestic Hazardous Waste. In this regard,
the model demonstrates how citizens participate in
the dialogue, decision-making, and implementation
of solutions towards the common goals.

The NOW model of decentralized waste
management system is a true representative of an
effective system of collection and transportation
mechanism, processing and treatment system, safe disposal of inert, refuse and residual waste, as well as
transformation of waste in terms of converting them into marketable Value-Added Products. The segregated wet
waste is processed for making organic compost and the dry recyclables and e-waste (also known as special waste)
is sold off, while the domestic bio-medical waste is disposed of safely by tie up with authorized waste management
agency.
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
